Town Board — Meeting Minutes May 10, 2010

May 10, 2010

The Regular Meeting of the Roxbury Town Board was held May 10, 2010 at 7:30 pm at the Town Hall.  PRESENT – Supv. Thomas S. Hynes, Councilmen Edward Raeder, Gene Cronk, Allen Hinkley and Stephen Walker, Hwy. Supt. Stephen Schuman, Assessor Kimberly Cammer, Attorney Kevin Young and 10 residents.

The Minutes of the April meeting was approved on motion of Allen Hinkley, second by Edward Raeder .

Supv. Hynes stated that word has not been received yet on the property purchase portion of the Lake St. Stormwater project since having a second appraisal completed.

Doug VanDusen of Lamont Engineers has submitted a written report on the status of Hubbell Corners Sewer where it appears that the project may be completed by the end of June.

Thomas Mallory of Delaware County Soil & Water Conservation eligible projects under the Watershed Stream Management Program that the Town adopted last year and the process of being funded.  Councilman Hinkley requested applying for funds for completing the Lake St. Stormwater Project that NYCDEP is rejecting under the Catskill Watershed Corp. (CWC) funding.  Rettew Eng. will be contacted regarding the matter.  The Board also discussed requesting funds for Kirkside Park stream dredging and Vega Mountain stream flood prevention.

Tom Evans, Delaware County Planning Dept., presented the Board with the newest version of a proposed Site Plan Review law that has incorporated comments from the Town Planning Board.  Discussion took place on its contents and a Public Hearing was requested.  Joseph Farleigh of Town Planning urged its acceptance, Councilman Cronk stated being against the law, Attorney Young questioned the section on Change of Use,  Councilman Hinkley  questioned the section involving 20% growth and appeal process and Councilman Raeder questioned the 6 month review process.

RESOLUTION #61 – PUBLIC HEARING PROPOSED SITE PLAN REVIEW LAW
On motion of Edward Raeder second by Allen Hinkley the following resolution was adopted:

“RESOLVED at the next meeting of the Town Board, to be held June 14, 2010, the Town Board will schedule a Public Hearing on the proposed Site Plan Review Law.”

The Town Board thanked Mr. Evans for his help with the Town Planning Board over the past years and wished him the best with his new job at Southern Tier East.  Duncan Martin was introduced as his replacement.

Assessor Kimberly Cammer stated that the 2010 Tentative Roll has been filed in the Town Clerk’s Office, she has scheduled  available times prior to Grievance Day to discuss assessments with property owners, assessment change notices will be mailed out this week, discussed how the STAR Program values are based on the EQ Rate and stated that the number of Enhanced STAR owners who are on the Income Verification Program (IVP) has increased this year.

Peg Ellsworth will send the Comprehensive Plan Request For Proposal (RFP) to the consultant, requested Edward Kirstein be appointed as Website Coordinator to fill the vacancy once all files are received, discussed the work plan for the barn renovations, discussed Roxbury Main St. funds and will send a written report to the Board discussing all other issues.

RESOLUTION #62 – APPOINT WEBSITE COORDINATOR
On motion of Stephen Walker second  by Allen Hinkley the following resolution was adopted:

“RESOLVED the Town Board appoints Edward Kirstein to fill the vacancy of Website Coordinator effective immediately at a rate of $250 per month; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Supervisor is authorized to execute the contract for the Website Coordinator on behalf of the Town.”

Hwy. Supt. Stephen Schuman discussed the Montgomery Hollow Stream work that will go out to bid shortly, a NIMS class has been taken, questioned getting a prevailing wage number and requested hiring John Burroughs as needed as he is one man down due to injury.

RESOLUTION #63 – HIRE BURROUGHS FOR HIGHWAY
On motion of Stephen Walker second by Gene Cronk the following resolution was adopted:

“RESOLVED the Town Board authorizes the hiring of John Burroughs part-time on the Highway Dept. effective immediately at a rate of $18.15/hour Heavy Equipment Operator; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that time worked shall be at the discretion of the Highway Supt. and shall include only those benefits available for a part-time employee.”

Supv. Hynes stated that the Grand Gorge Sewer Extension on State Hwy. 23 Grand Gorge will be starting again soon.

An Electronic Equipment collection day will be held at the Transfer Station on June 19, 2010 between the hours of 9:00 – 2:00 pm.

A letter was received from the Delaware County Fair requesting a $500 donation from each Town to help re-build the horse barn that was destroyed due to arson last year.

A letter was received from Joseph Piasek of WIOX Radio Station discussing status of work and stating a tentative launch date of August 27th.

RESOLUTION #64 – TOWN CLERK MONTHLY REPORT
On motion of Edward Raeder second by Allen Hinkley the following resolution was adopted:

“RESOLVED the Town Board approves the Town Clerk’s Monthly Report for April 2010 in the amount of $1,813.35 (Town Clerk $623.15 and Building Permits $1,190.00).”

The Annual Financial Update Report for the year 2009 has been filed with the NYS Comptroller’s Office and a copy is also on file at the Town Clerk’s Office.

Discussion took place on the Johnson Hollow Rd. culvert replacement Operation & Maintenance (O&M) manual being requested by Catskill Watershed Corp. (CWC)  A letter will be sent to CWC stating there is no O&M manual.   Annual inspection by the Highway Supt. will determine if maintenance is needed.

Discussion took place on junkyards and Attorney Young stated that more evidence is needed on the two properties in question.

Councilman Hinkley expressed concerns with dangerous trees on Main St. Roxbury and questioned if the Town could schedule to have them removed.  The matter will be looked into.

On motion of Allen Hinkley second by Gene Cronk the bills were audited and ordered paid in the following amounts:
