Town Board — Meeting Minutes June 14, 2010

June 14, 2010

The regular meeting of the Town Board was held June 14, 2010 at 7:30 pm at the Town Hall.  Present:  Supervisor Thomas S. Hynes, Councilmen Edward Raeder, Gene Cronk and Allen Hinkley; Highway Supt. Stephen Schuman and 5 residents.  Absent: Councilman Stephen Walker.

Doug VanDusen of Lamont Engineers discussed the status of the Hubbell Corners Sewer project.  A written report was also distributed to the Board.  The project is expected to be completed by August 28, 2010 or earlier.  VanDusen requested the Board approve Change Order #1 for additional expenses on Osterhoudt’s contract.

RESOLUTION #65 – HUBBELL CORNERS SEWER CHANGE ORDER #1

On motion of Allen Hinkley second by Edward Raeder the following resolution was offered and adopted:

“WHEREAS, H. Osterhoudt Excavating and Lamont Engineers were previously retained by the Town Board to provide services in connection with the Hubbell Corners sanitary sewer extensions project; and

WHEREAS, Lamont Engineers has prepared and submitted Change Order No. 001 modifying the H. Osterhoudt Excavating Contract; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has considered the modifications identified in Change Order No. 001.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT The Town Board of the Town of Roxbury approves Change Order No. 001 submitted by Lamont Engineers on behalf of H. Osterhoudt Excavating, Inc. for an increase of $16,213.00 to the original contract price of $1,173,401.00. Pursuant to Change Order No. 001, the modified contract price is $1,189,614.00.  The substantial completion date has been changed from January 13, 2010 to June 26, 2010 with an amended final payment date of August 25, 2010.”

Steve Schuman discussed work schedules, stated the two new trucks should be here in late July, discussed truck repairs, since he is one man down due he requested that Dan Ballard be able to help out as needed if John Burroughs can’t, and discussed an issue with a fence on Johnson Hollow Rd.  Attorney Young will be contacted on the fence issue.

WHEREAS, said contract expires on December 28, 2010;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, effective immediately, the Town Board, Town of Roxbury, amends the contract to also include shared services with the Town of Harpersfield.”
